June 27, 2006

Called to order by chairman Gasch @ 12:15.

1. Discussed eligibility policy concerning MS students.  State rules say that MS students are not eligible for State CDE and so that should mean qualifying contests also.

2. Oversight: Moved by Todd Kohlepp, seconded by Keith Kolpack that the State CDE Committee have oversight of all CDE contests except speaking contests.  Moved by Todd Kohlepp, seconded by Chuck Rasmussen, to refer motion to committee, made up of the chairman, to meet with Cheryl to find out who decides questions about each contest.  Motion passed.
3. Food Science Contest: Moved by Todd Kohlepp, seconded by Paul Marshall, that State Food Science Contest be moved to Madison for April contests.  Contest would still be run by River Falls personnel.  Motion passed.

4. Dairy Foods contest: Discussion about making the contest a two tiered contest.  Advanced, for those wishing to move on to the national contest and beginning, which would be a less involved contest.  Rick will check with superintendent.  

5. Wildlife Contest: It will no longer be offered by the UW staff.  Each of the area contests indicated that they would continue to offer a Wildlife Contest.  New state Wildlife Extension person David Drake invited FFA to participate in WHEP contests.  National contest is in Wisconsin at Upham Woods on July 28, 2006.  Information is on web site www.whep.org.





Discussion continued about holding a Wildlife Contest at Madison.  It was decided that Leroy Miller would contact Stevens Point about the possibility of running a contest.

6. Qualifying kids for National contests: Mike Robinson asked for clarification about student eligibility at National contests.  Gasch will check for answer.  

7. Adult help at State CDE’s: Committee asked Rick to discontinue coffee and donuts.  Gasch will try to get a more definite time frame for when contests need help.  It was decided to just keep asking advisors to help and not include any other incentives.
